Quality Control for Manufactured Housing in the Northwest 





As utilities all over the region consider joining the ranks of the more than 50 entities providing incentives for the purchase of energy-efficient manufactured houses, the issue of quality control—in the factory and at set-up—often comes to the fore.  





This chart describes the various aspects of the quality control process from the approval of plans in the factory through approval of set-up on site, and how they apply in each state.
